O you who believe! Fear Allah (by doing all that He has ordered and by abstaining from all that He has 
forbidden) as He should be feared. [Obey Him, be thankful to Him, and remember Him always], and die 
not except in a state of Islaam [as Muslims (with complete submission to Allah)].
        

O mankind! Be dutiful to your Lord, Who created you from a single person (Adam), and from him 
(Adam) He created his wife [Hawwa (Eve)], and from them both He created many men and women; and 
fear Allah through Whom you demand (your mutual rights), and (do not cut the relations of) the wombs 
(kinship)[].
